Upon arrival in Orvieto, we celebrate Mass at the Duomo, the gothic Cathedral built to house
the holy relics of the Eucharistic Miracle of Orvieto. This miracle occasioned the proclamation of
the Feast of Corpus Christi and inspired St. Thomas Aquinas to write the famous hymn “Tantum
Ergo.” We enjoy lunch in a local restaurant with a tasting of the Orvieto and Orvieto Classico
wine this region is famous for. In the afternoon, we proceed to Assisi. We stop to visit Santa Ma-
ria of the Angels Basilica on the way. Dinner and overnight at our hotel in Perugia. (L.D)

‘ﬁ'September 3, Wednesday, Day 3: ASSISI

This morning, we tour the Basilica of St. Francis to celebrate Mass and visit the Church of St.
Clare to see her tomb. We head to San Damiano, where we see the Cross, which spoke to St.
Francis, ‘Rebuild my Church’. The afternoon is at leisure to explore this charming little hilltop
town on our own. Dinner and overnight in Perugia. (B.D)

'{PSeptember 4, Thursday, Day 4: CASCIA - ASSISI

Today, we depart for Cascia, where we celebrate Mass and visit the Monastery and the Shrine
of St. Rita, one of the most popular Italian saints. She was a married woman, a mother, a wid-
ow, a nun, a stigmatist, and later, a mystic. The Basilica of St. Rita contains her incorrupt body,
several relics from her life, and a Eucharistic Miracle which occurred before St. Rita lived. Fol-
lowing lunch on our own, we return to Assisi, the city of birds and silence. Dinner and overnight
in Perugia. (B.D)

:‘l}'September 5, Friday, Day 5: LORETO - LANCIANO - SAN GIOVANNI ROTONDO

As tradition tells us, we depart for Loreto to see the Holy House of Nazareth, which was trans-
ported here from the Holy Land. In it, we can view the most reproduced Madonna in the world:
the Black Madonna of Loreto. We continue to Lanciano to see the Host of Flesh, which is still in
one piece and has retained the dimensions of the original. The actual spot of the miracle is lo-
cated beneath the present-day tabernacle of the Church of St. Francis. This is also a pilgrimage
place to Our Lady of Mercy. Here, we join in the celebration of Mass. We then depart for San
Giovanni, the home of St. Padre Pio. Dinner and overnight at the hotel in San Giovanni. (B.D)



‘ﬁ'September 6, Saturday, Day 6: SAN GIOVANNI - ST. MICHAEL'S GROTTO

This morning we celebrate Mass in the Church of Santa Maria Delle Grazia. We continue with
visits to the places associated with Padre Pio, his tomb and cell, the old church where he received
the stigmata, his confessional, and the old Santa Maria Delle Grazia church. In the afternoon, we
see the Grotto of St. Michael the Archangel. Dinner and overnight in San Giovanni. (B.D)

SANTA MARIA GORETTI - ROME

Today we drive to Nettuno to visit the Shrine of St. Maria Goretti, where we celebrate Mass. We
continue to Rome.

After breakfast, we will enjoy a tour of Christian Rome, including a visit to St. Mary Major, where
we go through the First Holy Door, and the Basilica of St. John the Lateran, the Second Holy Door.
We proceed to the Holy Stairs. Following a lunch break, we continue to the Tre Fontane Convent in
the afternoon to see where St. Paul was beheaded. Our last stop of the day is the Basilica of St.
Paul Outside the Walls, where we walk through the Third Holy Door, which is opened only during
the Jubilee Year, and we celebrate Mass. Dinner and overnight in Rome. (B.D)

c[E'September 9, Tuesday, Day 9: HOLY PROCESSION TO ST. PETER’S BASILICA

AND ANCIENT ROME

This morning, we visit St. Peter’s Basilica, walking through the Fourth and last Holy Door of our
pilgrimage. We celebrate Mass in the magnificent St. Peter’s Basilica, the largest church in Chris-
tendom, built on the site where St. Peter was martyred. Unsurpassed in beauty, a monument to
the long history of the Catholic Church to which pilgrims come from around the world, St. Peter’s
is the grandest of the world’s churches. Our visit includes headsets, so each pilgrim can benefit
from a clear explanation of what we see. This afternoon, we visit the church of San Pietro in Vincoli
to see the chains that bound St. Peter in prison and Michelangelo’s statue of Moses. We continue
to the Church of San Marcello al Corso to see the miraculous Crucifix, which in 1522 was carried
in procession through the city’s districts to end the ‘Great Plague’ of Rome. This Crucifix became
a symbol of the faith to end Covid 19. We continue to the Trevi Fountain, where we may choose to
have lunch on our own. Opposite the fountain is the church of St. Vincent and Anastasius at Trevi,
containing the embalmed hearts of 22 Popes. To the left of the altar is the complete list of the
Pope’s names and their relics within the church. The rest of the day is at leisure to explore on our
own, perhaps visit the Spanish Steps where we can have time for shopping. Dinner is at leisure
tonight with an opportunity to taste some great Italian food. Overnight in Rome. (B)

:ﬁ'September 10, Wednesday, Day 10: PAPAL AUDIENCE - LAKE ALBANO

Early this morning, we are transferred to St. Peter's Square, where the Holy Father blesses us
during the Papal Audience. Following Mass and early lunch (included), we depart Rome, driving
out to the peaceful countryside in the Frascati wine region and our hotel on the shores of Lake
Albano. The hotel overlooks the lake and has a pool where you can relax, have a drink, and enjoy
a swim.
